Course Description:  This course engages students in advanced algebraic concepts through the study of functions of functions, polynomials, complex matrices, and sequences and series.  Students will make connections by integrating algebra into geometry, data analysis, and into other curricular areas.  Student reasoning will involve linear equations and inequalities, systems of linear equations, matrices and determinants, quadratic equations and relations, functions and graphs, powers, roots, and radicals, exponential and logarithmic functions, polynomials and polynomial functions, rational expressions and functions, sequences and series, probability and statistics, and circular trigonometric functions.  This course will also focus on problem solving in various situations, solving for and interpreting data from one and two variable equations, advanced number sense, and standardized test-taking strategies.
